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consistently advocated to all authorizers, the very nature of the charter contract with clearly outlined terms 
of performance helps remove politics from the decision-making process so that decisions remain rooted in 
outcomes for students, including those under a comprehensive review.  
 
However, LAPCS recognizes that comprehensive evaluations also provide an unusual circumstance 
whereby the authorizer intentionally evaluates the school using additional indices beyond bright-line
